The hadeeth narrated concerning “Salaat al-Hajjah” (fulfillment of needs) says:

“From ‘Abd-Allaah ibn Abi Awfa al-Aslami, who said: 

The Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him) came out to us and said: 
“Whoever has need of something from Allah or any one of His creations, let him do wudu’ and pray two rakat, then say Duaa. Then ask Allah for whatever matter of this world and/or the Hereafter that he/she wishes, for it will be fulfilled.”

(1.) Wudu  (ablution), 
(2.) Pray two Rakat Nawafil (non-obligatory Salat), [see Note at the end]
        (i.) Surah Fatihaa (ii.) Surah Ikhlaas or any three verses from the Quran

Make neeyyat or intention 
Example intention: 

O Allah I intend to pray two rakat Salat al-Hajjah and seeking Your favor and guidance in regards to becoming an Islamic Scholar. Guide me yaa Robb. Allahu Aakabr. 
(Once you said, “Allahu Aakbar” first rakat started).
As you said, “Allahu Aakbar”, Raise your hand upward simultaneously, 

five + five fingers pointing towards sky, index finger approximately parallel to the ear lobe (for men) and for women raise hands up to the shoulder level. Next, (bring your hands down on the navel, & hold right hand on top of the left hand (for men) and for women bring your hands on the chest, & hold on the wrist, right hand on top of the left hand.
